● Ensure all procurement decisions consider environmental, social, and economic aspects (min. 
20%) through non-cost multi-criteria analysis including: 

o Health, Safety, Environment, Quality and 
Sustainability performance 

o Assessment and mitigation of Modern 
Slavery risks in accordance with the 
Gamuda Australia Modern Slavery Policy. 

o Past Performance, Legacy and 

Reputation 

o Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander

● Require suppliers and subcontractors, within their own supply chains, to: 

o Maximise local content. 
o Engage Aboriginal and Torres Strait 

Islander peoples and businesses. 

o Investigate opportunities to reduce resource consumption (including the feasibility of 
renewables), minimise waste or divert from landfill, and reduce the embodied carbon of 
high materiality construction materials such as concrete, steel and asphalt.
